Located just outside Richmond, the Wyndham Virginia Crossings Hotel is near several Civil War battle 
sites including the Battle of the Yellow Tavern, where Confederate Major General J.E.B. Stuart was 
mortally wounded, and Petersburg National Battlefield, where the Union Army waged a 10-month 
campaign to seize Petersburg's railroad supply systems. This 2,701-acre park contains a 16-stop driving 
tour that takes visitors through all four units of Petersburg National Battlefield: Grant's Headquarters at 
City Point (present-day Hopewell); the Eastern Front (where the battles of the Crater and Ft. Stedman 
occurred); the Western Front; and the Five Forks Battlefield, which hosted a battle that would help lead to 
the Confederates' retreat to Appomattox. 
 
Virginia, the state with the most Civil War sites in the nation, will mark the Civil War Sesquicentennial with 
events throughout 2011, including nearly every weekend during the summer, at many of the state’s nearly
